Motorcycle and Myanmar Nissan were not
able to pay dividends but they have
significantly improved over the preceding year.
We also took the decisive step to sell off some
entities that did not fit with our corporate
objectives anymore.

As we forge towards the new millennium and
in the face of rapidly changing economic
conditions, I am confident that FMI will be
able to strive from success to success.

I am particularly proud to record the overall
confidence and trust which our Board of
Advisors, Board of Directors and our
Shareholders have placed in our Managing
Agent and the employees of all the entities. We
are aware of the high regard the business
community has for FMI and we appreciate the
continued support of shareholders. I sincerely
wish FMI every success in the coming years
with the cooperative efforts of our Board of
Advisors, Directors, Shareholders and

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D ear Shareholders,

As 1 begin to make my annual
report for the first time in this millennium,
please allow me to first wish each and
everyone of you Health, Prosperity, and
Happiness. This 1s my seventh consecutive
annual report and I am proud to report that
despite the many serious difficulties in our
economy, FMI has maintained a respectable
profit, and is able to pay dividends exactly as
we projected a year ago.

Profits for the year ending 31 March 2000
amounted to K.91,551,740.45. This reflects a
slight decrease of 11.34% over the previous
year. However, in light of the state of the
economy, | must say that this financial result is
still commendable. FMTI's strength lies in its
diversity of many strategic investments, most
of them having a strong synergy amongst
themselves. We have also been able to move
quickly, taking advantage of new
opportunities available, as well as being
decisive in shedding investments that are no
more economically viable.

Your Board has recommended a dividend of
K.1,500 per share which is the amount we had
projected last year and of which I had made a
special mention of during last year’s Annual
General Meeting. As in previous years, we will
be allowing shareholders to elect receiving
dividends either in cash or in scrip. For those

electing dividends in scrip, they will be entitled
to receive one new share for every 10 shares
held in lieu of cash. This has effectively priced
the new shares at K.15,000 per share
representing a discount of more than 10% to
the market value. We consider this to be an
attractive benefit to our shareholders.

Let me report to you briefly the operational
status of each entity in which your Company
holds an interest.

our Company continues to hold 34.57%
interest in Yoma Bank, This year continues to
show impressive growth in deposits and loans.
The increment in percentage terms has been
103% and 99% respectively. Although such
rapid growth would normally put a lot of
pressure for a bank to cope with, Yoma Bank
has handled the growth admirably. Much is due
to the intensive training the bank has offered to
all levels of staff over the past few years.
Nonetheless, the decrease in the interest spread
between deposits and loans have led to a smaller
profit margin for the bank. Year end results
showed net profits after tax and statutory
reserves of K. 128,296,249. (last year
K.248,121,260). The dividends declared was
K.120,000,000. (last year K.155,762,000) from
which your Company received its share of
K.41,486,400. (last year K.53,851,649)

One significant matter to report is that during
the year YOMA BANK increased its share
capital from K.445 million to K. 1,000 million.
Your Company thus invested our pro rata share
of this increment in the sum of K.191,880,000.

In terms of accessibility, the bank now has 40
branches nationwide, an increase of 13
branches from the same period last year. Plans
for further expansion had to be put on hold due
to a moratorium by the government on new
branches since April 2000.

Myanmar's new breed of bankers at YOMA BANK

Over the past year, the Bank embarked upon
an ambitious modernization program to fully
computerize its operations within two years.
This effort is now entering the stage of actual
implementation as branches start to switch
over to a brand new computerization program
starting November 2000. It will take
approximately one year from now to complete
this change over program.

Overall, the outlook for YOMA BANK is very
positive and I trust it will gain more and more
market share as the intensive training
programs at the Yoma School of Banking
takes root. This entity will no doubt continue
to contribute significantly to the results of your
Company in the coming year.

our Company holds 47.5% interest in this real
estate development company.

As predicted, sales of homes in FMI CITY
during the year was very weak. As a result, the
company was only able to register a small profit
of K.1,480,270 (last year; K.206,903,139) for
the year. Fortunately, due to a sizable retained
earnings, the company declared a dividend of
K.80,000,000.- (last year K.65,000,000.-) from
which your Company received its share of
K.38,000,000. (last year K.30,875,000.).

It is encouraging to see that sales have picked
up considerably in the last few months which
leads us to predict that the result for this

financial year will be better than the subject year
of report.

The other investment of this entity is its 10%
shareholding in Yangon Nominees Limited,
the 70% joint venture partner of Department
of Human Settlement and Housing
Development in the PUN HLAING GOLF
ESTATE (PHGE) project. Phase I of this
development has now completed and PHGE
has become very much the “talk of the town”.
With the official opening of the Golf Club and
the launch of its homes in October 2000, we
believe that our investment in PHGE will start
to show its tremendous potential very soon.

our Company continues to own 26% interest
in this income producing property.During the
year, vacancy pressures continued to threaten
us constantly in the office rentals sector as more
and more foreign companies (particularly
foreign banks) decided to close down their
operations in Myanmar. Occupancy factor for
the office space fell to 64%. In addition,
market forces compelled us to reduce our rental
rates by approximately 33%.

Fortunately, the demand for shop space
improved during the past year allowing us to
enjoy a 100% occupancy factor for the three
floors of commercial retail space. This
situation has prompted the managers to extend
the retail space one floor upto the 4 floor last
month.

The financial results of this entity for the year
showed a profit after tax of K.158,811,237 (last Yangon's favourite
year: K.231,015,352). Dividends declared for SR s e cening
the year was K.200,000,000 of which your

Company received K.52,000,000 as its share.

The outlook for this entity is cautiously stable
and we do not expect too much more
downward movement in rental and
occupancy. As a mitigation measure, we have
been renting office space to local companies
at local rates. These rates, although lower,
would still be better than leaving the space
empty for the foreseeable future.

Y our Company owns 5% of this a=zembly plant

which today produces Suzuki WagonR
saloons, Suzuki Utility Light Trucks, and
Suzuki Motorcycles. It is a CKD (Complete
Knock Down Assembly) facility.

Presently, the company cannot produce enough
to satisfy market demand and as a result, there
is a five month waiting period for customers
wishing to purchase a Suzuki motor vehicle.
Consequently, this company is still operating
at a loss. Losses for the year amount to
K.11,295,996.

We believe that this investment still hold
tremendous potential of strategic value and as
the first foreign automobile assembler in the
country, it will command a valuable market
position. However, it will be difficult to make
a profit as long as the government maintains
the present strict limitation of the number of
vehicles allowed for production per year. The
Board of the Joint Venture has been trying very
hard to explain to the relevant authorities the
need to produce more vehicles in line with our
government’s policy to rapidly transfer
technology to our own national enterprises. It
is however uncertain at the present time
whether our lobbying efforts will have its
effect.
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SHINE LAUNDRY

Your Company continues to own 35% of this
entity. This entity made a modest net profit of
K.4,653,584 during the year and declared a
dividend of K.4,000,000 from which your
Company received its share of K.1,400,000.
Despite the significant increase in general
expenses, particularly utilities bills, this entity
has been able to maintain its profitable
position and had also increased the number of
retail outlets to four. The additional investment
in professional dry cleaning machinery has
also enabled this entity to offer professional
dry cleaning services as well.

In the coming year, this entity's main
focus will be to widen its commercial coverage
by upgrading its corporate identity and services.
[ hope that all our shareholders will support it
by ulilizing its services and recommending
people to use it more.

Your Company has a 20% interest in
this entity. During this second full year of
operation, this entity has shown a very
impressive result by producing a profit of
K.9,420,000. This is particularly commendable
in light of the soft real estate market and a
sharp decrease in home construction.

Combined with carried forward profits, the
company has a distributable profit of
K.15,479,285. The directors have resolved to
pay a dividend of K.12,000,000 for the year
and your company’s share of the dividends
amounts to K.2,400,000.

Outlook for this entity continues to look
promising as it broadens its manufacturing
capabilities to door and windows in addition
to roof trusses. We are projecting that this
entity will continue to make a profit for the
current year.

For the year ending 31* March 2000, this
entity made a profit of K.12,269,098. The
competition for lifts and escalators has been
extremely competitive during the past year as
we see a couple of new entrants into the
market. Notwithstanding, we consider this
franchise to be of strategic value and we are
glad to receive full support from Mitsubishi in
our efforts to penetrate the market. I would
expect this entity to maintain its profitable
position in the coming year.

Being a fairly young entity, the Board decided
that no dividends will be paid for the year.

A s I reported to you last year, our motor vehicle

division is experiencing much difficulties due
to a series of problems, mainly attributable to
non-availability of import licenses and
limitation of vehicles that are assembled here
locally. It is unfortunate that these difficulties
are beyond our ability to overcome.
Nonetheless, | am glad to report that we have
been able to reduce our losses substantially
during this year by merging the services of these
entities into one and by keeping a skeleton staff
team to cope with the issues.

MYANMAR NISSAN’s losses for the year was
K.1,789,956 - compared to the losses for the
year before of K.39,887,184. This was a
marked improvement. Yet, the accumulated
losses carried forward still stands at
K.57,368,141. and thus no dividends were
possible.

SPAMOTORCYCLE LIMITED in fact made
a profit of K.24,497,669 for the year. This was
mainly due to the massive cost cutting
measures, including the cancellation of
Yangon Main Showroom and the elimination
of all staff (work henceforth to be handled by
SPA MOTORS) under this entity. The
increment of motorcycles for sale during the
year was a‘lso a contributing factor.

However, since there is still a large amount of
losses carried forward from earlier years, the
company is not in a position to pay dividends.

SPA MOTORS, the company that was set up
last year to take on the activities of Nissan and
Suzuki automobiles and motorcycles, made a
small loss of K.1,705,299 in its first year of
operation as it struggled to fulfill all the
obligations of servicing the Nissan
automobiles and Suzuki motorcycles in the
market whilst at the same time having
insufficient new inventory to sell. We will

continue to operate this company as a matter

of obligation to our customers.

uring the year, your Company has disposed of its investment in Bagan Inn Limited for a
consideration of K.2,214,854. The directors considered that this investment is no more viable under
the present conditions and do not merit any continued support. The sale resulted in your Company
having to write off K.3,785,146.

I would also like to inform you that the joint venture with Taiwan’s HCG Corporation for Myanmar
HCG Company Limited was ultimately cancelled due to unfavourable economic factors. Perhaps we
shall consider this project again at a future date when the situation warrants.

The preceding report details all the activities of the ten entities in which your Company holds an
interest. Collectively, they have been able to bring us a profit of K.91.6 million during the year.

Subsequent to the financial year end, your Board of Directors resolved to invest in three ventures.
They are:

1. A 15% interest in Myanmar V-Pile Company Limited. Myanmar V-Pile was established in
1996 and has since completed many notable projects in Myanmar, namely Yuzana Plaza,
Olympic Tower at Hlaing Thayar, YCDC’s Multi Purpose Hall at Mindama Road, and
Golden Flower Construction's Shwe Pone Nyet Condominium Project, to name a few.

V-Pile piling technology uses an advanced hydraulic method which is most suitable for
Yangon's highly dense urban areas. The absence of noise and vibration during the piling
process solves many of the environmental issues caused by other conventional type of piling.
This advantage coupled with the continued demand for new buildings in our city assures a
very promising future for this business.

SPA was able to acquire 100% of this company from its Malaysian owners in May of this
vear. Your Company is thus able to participate to the extend of 15% in this acquisition for
the sum of K.63,000,000.

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A 10% interest in Myanmar Industrial Chemical Resources Ltd. This company is a joint
venture between Amalgamated Metals Corporation Sdn Bhd of Malaysia and the SPA/
FMI Group to set up a modern sulfuric acid manufacturing plant in Myanmar. The
company will produce 33,000 tons of sulfuric acid per year for sale to industrial enterprises
in the country.

Sulfuric acid is a very important and essential industrial chemical widely used in many in-
dustries. The local consumption of this base chemical has long since outstripped production
quantity and is therefore imported regularly by the government as well as the private sector.
The sales prospect for this product is thus well secured within our domestic market and the
potential for exports in the future is very realistic. Your Board is therefore very positively in
support of this project.

The Project is now at the stage of applying for MIC approval and is expected to commence
construction within the next few months. The total investment for our 10% interest will be
finalized shortly after the financing arrangements with Malaysia’s Export & Import Bank is
completed.

A 10% interestin PUN HLAING INTERNATIONAL HOSPITAL. The SPA/FMI Group
has received approval from the government to build a hospital of international standard on
7-acres of landscaped land at the PUN HLAING GOLF ESTATE site. The first phase of
this hospital will be a 125-bedded facility with the most advanced medical amenities and will
offer highly professional medical care. Investment for this initial phase is budgeted at US$10
million.

Construction of the hospital will commence in December 2000 and is scheduled for comple-
tion in the latter past of 2002.

With the rapid increase in our living standards and the demand for better quality medical
services in the country, we believe that this project will prove to be a very attractive
investment over the medium and long term.

BASIS OF PRESENTATION

The accompanying balance sheet has been prepared based on Form F of The Myanmar Companies Act so as
to conform with the provisions of Section 132 of the Act.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING PCLICIES

(a) BASIS OF ACCOUNTING
The financial statements have been prepared using the historical cost basis of accounting.

(b) DEFERRED EXPENSES (AMORTIZATION)
The above represents expenses incurred on the renovation of office building at the FMI Centre. According
to the decision made in the Board of Directors’ meeting, the deferred expenses are to be amortized in five
equal installments commencing from the 1997-98 financial year.

(c) FIXED ASSETS
Fixed assets are stated at cost.

(d) DEPRECIATION OF FIXED ASSETS
Depreciation on assets has been written off in accordance with the provisions of the Income-tax Law of
Myanmar which allows writing off of depreciation on straight line method at the prescribed rates for one
whole year on assets which were in existence at the year end irrespective of the period for which the assets
are actually put to use.
